12, 13 Grades — 2 Hours

10 students with the highest marks should be selected from the
parish Level.

After selecting the best 10, if there are more candidates who have
obtained 95 marks or above they too should be selected and their
names should be sent to the Diocesan Directors for the Denary
Competition. Their Answer scripts should also be sent to the
Diocesan Directors of Catechetic.

Under supervision of the diocesan directors; the students who
obtain 70 marks or above from the Denary level competition will
be selected for the National Competition.

The number of venues for the National Competition will be
decided by the Diocesan Director of catechetic and the
Department of Christian Religious Affairs, according to the
number of competitors selected from one diocese.

This year those who obtained 70 and above marks from the

National Competition will be given a certificate based on their
marks.
